The 2012 theme: "We will all be
changed by the Victory of our Lord Jesus
Christ" is from 1 Corinthians Chapter 15 —
Verses 51-58. It was developed by churches in
Poland who decided to focus on a theme con-
cerned with the transformative power of faith in
Christ, particularly in relation to our praying for
the visible unity of the Church, the Body of
Christ.

The Office for Ecumenical and Interreligious
Affairs of the Archdiocese of Chicago is en-
couraging all Christians to engage in personal
prayer and join local joint observances during
the Week of Prayer for Christian Unity and
throughout the year.
