Sign of the Cross

 Each Mass begins with the  sign of the cross.  
The priest says, “In the name of the Father, and of the 
Son, and of the Holy Spirit,” and the people answer, 
“Amen.” Meanwhile, all make the traditional gesture in 
accompaniment.  Usually they use their right hand to 
touch their forehead, breast, and left and right shoulders 
while the names of the Trinity are pronounced.  In some 
cultures, people kiss their thumb afterward or fold their 
hands.  Some lower their head or close their eyes, but 
others look straight ahead to draw inspiration from the 
faith of the entire community. 
 Prior to the Second Vatican Council, the priest 
gestured the sign of the cross alone while saying the 
words silently.  Pope Paul VI personally requested that a 
communal sign of the cross be introduced at the start of 
the Mass, where it has been since 1969. 
 The sign of the cross is a popular way to begin 
and conclude prayer.  For example, a mealtime blessing 
often opens and closes with it.  It verbally proclaims our 
faith in the Holy Trinity as it announces our intentions to 
do and say all things in the name of God. 
 At times during Mass, the priest traces a cross 
in the air with his right hand raised up, fingers extended, 
and palm facing his left.  He positions his hands in the 
direction of people or things he blesses.  He does this, 
for example, after putting incense on burning coals, while 
blessing the deacon before he reads the Gospel, while 
calling down the Spirit over the bread and wine during 
the eucharistic prayer, and while blessing the people just 
before dismissal.  His first and last words at Mass are the 
sign of the cross.

RELIGIOUS EDUCATION FORMATION 
 

Religious Education Registration Information 
St. Florian offers a Religious Education Program to 
all students in grades K to 8 who are not attending a 
Catholic school.  Grades K, 1 & 2 meet on Sunday 
morning from 10:00 AM to 11:00 AM.  Grades 3 to 8 
meet on Sunday morning from 8:00 AM to 11:00 AM.  
They attend the 9:45 AM Mass.  The FIRST CLASS 
of the new year will be SEPTEMBER 7, 2008.  
Registration:  You can register your child on Mon-
days through Thursdays from 2:30 PM to 6:00 PM in 
the Rectory, 13145 S. Houston Ave., or call at 
773/646-4877 during those hours if you have ques-
tions.  Tuition is $90.00 per family. 
 It is recommended that children begin reli-
gious education in kindergarten, as they are required 
to have two (2) years of religious education before 
receiving instruction for the sacraments.  It is the 
child’s religious education that determines their readi-
ness for sacraments, NOT their age or grade in 
school. 
 
Sacramental Preparation Registration 
All parish children who are in grades 2, 3 or 8 need to 
register for Sacramental Preparation whether attend-
ing St. Florian School or in our Religious Education 
program (CCD).   
Registration:  You can register your child on Mon-
days through Thursdays from 2:30 PM to 6 PM at the 
Rectory office.  You will need a copy of your child’s 
Baptismal Certificate (no one may receive a sacra-
ment w/o proof of baptism) and sacramental fee.  
Reconciliation—$50.00, Communion—$50.00 and 
Confirmation—$75.00.  Any student in grades 4 
through High School who is in need of any of the sac-
raments may also register during this time. 
 
RCIA—Rite of Christian Initiation for Adults 
The RCIA is a program by which the Catholic Church 
welcomes new members into its communal life.  The 
RCIA program is a living experience of the church, 
and NOT just a series of classes to teach you about 
Christianity.  There are discussions about the facts of 
the faith.  These sessions are only one part of the 
experience of living the faith.  The program allows 
you to learn and share with others who are on the 
same journey—living the faith with members of the 
church.  For more information about the program or if 
you are already baptized but have not received Com-
munion or Confirmation, please contact the Rectory
